The Eucharist has the power to transform
the depths of our hearts and the heart of our culture.

LET US PRAY: Lord Jesus, by the power of your
Eucharistic Presence, help us to defend the life of
every human person at every stage. Transform our
hearts to protect and cherish all whose lives are
most vulnerable. For you are God, with the Father
and the Holy Spirit, forever and ever. Amen.
